Thornless Hull: East Coast release,
introduced in 1982. Large, firm, delicious
flavored sweet berries that do not lose
color on hot sunny days. Good for eating
fresh, jams, jellies, juices and pies. Very
vigorous, thornless, semi erect canes.
Ripens during July. Performs quite well in
the Pacific Northwest. Hardy in zones 5-

Planting Instructions: One year old tip
plants should be planted in March or April.
Two year old transplants may be planted
earlier, one inch deeper than the plant grew in
the nursery. Any white sprouts arising from
the crown should be covered with soil to
prevent burning by the sun. The older stems or
tops on transplants may be cut back several
inches. Blackberries should be spaced 4-6 feet
in the row and 6-8 feet between rows,
depending on equipment.
